A few examples of student activities during the three flipped classroom phases (before, during
and after the classroom phase) are provided below.

Before the classroom phase students familiarise themselves with fundamental content,
concepts and terminology and then check their knowledge via self-tests. One advantage is that
diverging levels of previous knowledge may be evened out, and misconceptions addressed.
